Important Information about the Pneumonia Injection
Pneumococcus is a bacteria (germ) which causes pneumonia, meningitis and blood infection (septicaemia). It affects about 1 in 1000 adults each year.  

[image: image4.wmf]Anyone can catch pneumonia.  However, some people are a greater risk of becoming seriously unwell. These include people over the age of 65 years, those with a chronic disease and those who through illness or medication have lowered or compromised immunity. 

Now the weather is finally getting better you may think your risk has reduced but, pneumonia infection is around all year – not just in winter.       
We do have a vaccination (injection) which will protect you against most types of pneumoccus bacteria. For most people the pneumonia vaccine only needs to be given once.

We will have written to you recently if you are due for an injection.  We strongly recommend that you have this very effective immunisation (injection) now. Please ring the surgery after 10am to make your appointment.
